Minutes of Statutory Public Meeting Held on June 8, 2009

Development Charge Public Hearing

The Mayor outlined the following points for the benefit of those
in attendance.

The Mayor advised that this portion of the meeting constitutes a
public meeting in accordance with Section 12 of the Development
Charges Act. The purpose of tonight's meeting is to allow the public
an opportunity to review and provide comments on the 2009
Development Charges Background Study and the proposed
Development Charges By-law for the Township of Scugog.

Notice of this meeting has been published in the Bulletin Board
section of the Port Perry Star and the Scugog Standard, and on the
Township website since May 14, 2009, satisfying the requirements of
the Act. Copies of the background study and proposed by-law were
made available to the public since May 25, 2009 at the Municipal
Office and on the Township website, also in accordance with the Act.

The Mayor then called upon Mr. Jason Bevan, of Hemson
Consulting, to make a brief presentation on the Development
Charges Background Study and Proposed By-law.

Mr. Bevan provided an outline of the proposed changes to the
Development Charges By-Law via a Power Point presentation.

A brief question and answer period followed. During this period, the
Commissioner of Planning & Public Works/Deputy CAO and Mr.
Bevan clarified the following matters raised by Council:

o Concermned that the proposed Commercial Development
Charges are too high. The Commissioner of Planning & Public
Works/Deputy CAO indicated that Staff has attempted to
mitigate the impact by phasing the increase in over a four year
period. Council can choose to implement a lesser increase if it
feels the proposed charge is too great. However, the difference
cannot be made up by levying a high rate on other types of
development. There may also be implications for the timing of
the growth-related capital projects if the amount is decreased,
since less development charge revenue will be received.
Alternatively, the Township would have to make up the
difference through increased property taxes or user fees;

e The Commissioner confirmed that the Smart Centres
development would have to pay the development charges in
effect at the time of building permit issuance;

¢ In response to a question regarding methodology, Mr. Bevan
replied that the approaches applied for the Township’s
background study are used commonly throughout the Region of
Durham and other municipalities in the province;

¢ Questions about the proposed growth-related capital program,
in particular the studies component, were addressed.

¢ It was noted that the Parks and Recreation and Library growth-
related capital program costs exceed the maximum allowable
funding envelop. Mr. Bevan indicated that this cost is deemed
to benefit growth beyond the 2009-2018 period and can be
recovered through subsequent development charges studies.
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
